‘Yard Waste’.  Stickers available at Twp. Hall.

Clean Up Voucher Program:  Provides every Pittsfield Twp. 
household with a voucher to the Drop Off Station to 
recycle/dispose of bulk and unwanted items that cannot be 
disposed of curbside.  Pick your voucher up at Twp. Hall.

Washtenaw County’s Home Toxics Program:  Accepts household 
toxics.  Call 734-222-6874 for more info.
